You may only want a few channels to have this activated on.  For channels you DON’T want GPS APRS auto-

transmitted… set “APRS Report Type” to “Off”; that alone will disable it.  The last page of these instructions show how to disable the entire GPS receiver with just one button push.

“Monitoring 147.405 simplex” or “Daves D578 mobile”  This text is included with your listing on APRS.FI

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Button Assignment

There are about 5 GPS related functions you can assign to the P-1 through P-6 buttons.

3 of these functions are:

· GPS (this enables/disables the GPS receiver).  On my radio, the GPS receiver automatically turns on when the radio is powered up.  You can disable the APRS-GPS function (if it’s assigned to the memory channel you are on by simply turning off the GPS receiver
· GPS Information this displays your current coordinates as determined by the GPS receiver

· APRS Send pressing this button will force an immediate GPS coordinate transmission (instead of waiting for the next 90 or 120 second auto-interval).

My suggestion is to assign these three GPS functions to LONG PRESS, and all on the same side of the radio. Easy to remember… all the buttons on  that  side of the radio are GPS related, all require a long press.

· if receiving a DMR signal, will the APRS-GPS timer interrupt if the timed interval approaches?
· No, the radio will hold-off until the DMR voice reception is completed.

· If transmitting  on DMR and the APRS-GPS timer interval approaches, will it interrupt the transmission?

· No, the radio will hold-off until you release the PTT, then send the GPS coordinates
